In search of the Little Mermaid

The route joining the metropolitan cities of Berlin and Copenhagen has every promise
of an exciting cycling experience. Travel along the diverse regions of Brandenburg
and Mecklenburg-Western Pomerania towards the sea all the way to Denmark. For
there she is, waiting for you — Hans-Christian Andersen’s Little Mermaid.

® The route to “wonderful, wonderful Copenha-
gen" takes off in Hennigsdorf, just outside Berlin
but already far removed from the bustle of the
capital. Off you go on a leisurely bike ride through
the serene expanse of the Brandenburg country-
side. Pedal along past sleepy rural hamlets and
small towns, stopping at Oranienburg and Fiirs-
tenberg. Sparkling lakes invite you to cool off -
speaking of which, you will find that water plays
a central part along this route. For your journey
to the Baltic Sea will take you across the Mecklen-
burg Lake District with the Miritz River and some
thousand other bodies of water.

Sites of cultural interest are waiting to be ex-
plored at Neustrelitz and Giistrow, and then you
will soon be approaching Rostock. Take a stroll
through the medieval Old Town with its monu-
ments dating back to the Hanseatic era. And then
it's "Ship ahoy” for the two-hour crossing to Ged-
ser in Denmark. Along the cragged coastal cliffs,
the cycle path takes you via Nykebing to the
island of Man. The glaring white chalk cliffs and
beaches that stretch for miles will make you want
to stay, but Copenhagen is waiting. So it's back to
the mainland over Queen ine Bridge -

LENGTH: 630 km
Berlin/Henningsdorf - Copenhagen, 260 km in Denmark,
international cycle route with ferry connections.

TERRAIN

Predominantly flat terrain, with some hilly sections
in Brandenburg and Mecklenburg-Western Pomerania.

Almost all trails are asphalt, with only a few sections
that are difficult to negotiate. Essentially away from busy
roads, though not always traffic-free. In Denmark, the
route is not marked with the familiar logo, but follows
national cycle route no. 9. Be prepared for headwinds.

COUNTRYSIDE

Lake district countryside in Brandenburg and Mecklen-
burg-Western Pomerania, steep cliffs, vast beaches,
forests, islands, and the capital cities Berlin and Copen-
hagen.

PLACES TO VISIT

Berlin, Oranienburg (barogue palace, memorial), Neu-
strelitz (former ducal seat, market square, orangery, pal-
ace church and garden), baroque half-timbered build-
ings and harbour in Waren, Giistrow (old quarter, cathe-
dral, palace), Hanseatic town of Rostock (Holy Cross
Abbey, town hall, town wall with ramparts), seaside
resort of Warnemiinde, Nykobing (water tower, church,
0ld Town centre), Mon (chalk cliffs), Copenhagen
